
Running The Race
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“Do you not know that in a race the runners all compete, but only one receives the prize? Run in such a way that you may win it.”  1Corinthians 9:24

I am not a runner.  I wish I was, but I’m not.  To me, running a marathon sounds like excruciating pain.  

As Christians, we are called to run the race of faith.  All of us are to run as to get the prize.  But I’m not a runner!

Run the race – but run it with the strength of Christ Jesus.
